Holy Spirit, kindle in us the fire of your love. 
 
In a world in much need of 
love and reconciliation, the 
Holy Spirit arrives like a 
strong gust of wind to liberate 
us from our dark places of 
isolation, loneliness, disap-
pointment, and wounded-
ness.  The Holy Spirit arrives and fills our spaces with 
hope and the knowledge that we have not been left 
alone.  The reconciling presence of the Holy Spirit bridges 
our differences.  The Holy Spirit breaks through our 
boundaries and walls so we may hear each other and know 
each other just as we are.  
 
Holy Spirit, give us courage. 
 
I find myself identifying with the disciples in the Gospel, 
hiding behind closed doors, afraid to face the world or en-
counter anyone after experiencing something difficult or 
painful.  I hide behind closed doors, hoping that every-
thing that caused pain or frightened me will be gone with 
time.  However, what happens instead is a slow and silent 
death of oneself caused by relentless fear.  Life is 
stalled.  ñWhere is my courage?ò I ask myself.  Where is 
Jesus?  This is where prayer comes in; through prayer, 
Jesus breathes new life into me and then gifts me with the 
Holy Spirit.   
 
Accompanied by the Holy Spirit, I find that I can open the 
locked doors.  I might not be completely confident or cou-
rageous when those doors open, but I know that with the 
persistent love and all-encompassing peace of the Holy 
Spirit,  
 

I am not alone, and nei-
ther are you.  Have you 
felt the presence of the 
Holy Spirit accompanying 
you in your life?  When 
have you accompanied 
someone needing courage 
and assurance?

Advance  Directive: Control 

over health care decisions: You 

can make decisions about your 

health care for as long as you are 

able to make and communicate 

them.  This can be done now, so that if you become in-

capable of making decisions you have appointed some-

one to carry out your wishes. There are three types of 

these:  

Living Will: a document that 

states your wishes regarding life-

sustaining measures or other 

medical treatment should you 

become unable to speak for 

yourself.  Be very specific about the conditions under 

which you would or would not want certain kinds of 

treatment or life-support measures. A Living Will can be 

changed or revoked at any time and will not take effect 

until you are no longer able to make or communicate 

decisions yourself. Give your doctor a copy and carry a 

copy in your wallet or purse. Also, give a copy to a fam-

ily member or friend whom you have asked to speak for 

you if you are unable to communicate.  

Durable Power of Attorney for Health Care:  This is 

the legal document that 

gives another person the 

authority to make health 

care decisions on your 

behalf if you are unable 

to do so. The person you 

choose should understand and respect your wishes about 

medical treatments. You may specify in the document 

how you would like such decisions to be made. With a 

Durable Power of Attorney you may also give another 

person the authority to make financial and other deci-

sions, if you choose.  You  must be mentally competent 

to draw up a Durable Power of Attorney so if you or 

your family member  has a progressive brain disorder 

such as Alzheimerôs disease that is still in the early stag-

es, consider drawing up this document as early as possi-

ble.                                                                                    

In fact, it is a good idea to have a Durable Power of At-

torney when you are still young so that if anything hap-

pens to you where you are unable to communicate ra-

tionally that you already have this document in place.

A Conservatorship or Guardianship: this is used if a 

person has already be-

come incapacitated.  It 

may be the only way for 

someone else to assume 

legal control over the 

personôs affairs.  A con-

servator may make deci-

sions in a particular area, 

such as health or finances, or may have broader responsi-

bility for the personôs well-being. A third party may peti-

tion the court to ask that a conservator be appointed. 

Each state has it own set of laws regarding advance di-

rectives. You may wish to consult an attorney or your 

local hospital about this. Hospitals and long-term care 

facilities that receive Medicare or Medicaid are required 

to notify all patients of their rights to draw up advance 

directives stating their wishes about medical or surgical 

treatment.
